Instructor Notes to Tech Problem 06 from Denny

This tech problem does NOT have a sample that goes along with it.  The problem uses differentiation techniques that the student has learned in the previous tech problems. The problem is to find the maximum value of the function 
 
and is not difficult. It uses exponents not typically found in textbook examples and exercises.  The idea is to just get students comfortable with technology.
	
When presenting their answers, students 
· Must circle their answer, I want to be sure that they know what the answer is
· Write a sentence that interprets their value.  It’s good to get the right value, but it’s even more important to know what it means.

I ask that they turn this problem on or before the very next class meeting.  

I don’t accept any late work.  The idea is to get them to take the class seriously. 

I ask students to work these problems outside of class and either hand me a printed copy of their work or to email me a screenshot of their work.
